
�� Community Reinvestment The primary difference lies in where the money goes. In contrast to commercial 
models, academic-led journals typically reinvest any modest surpluses directly back into the mathematical 
community—funding grants, conferences, and future research. 

The Bottom Line: You are the author and the primary driver of scientific value. Don’t assume high fees equal high 
prestige. Before submitting, consult Diamond OA directories, weigh the true cost of publishing, and choose to support 
journals that reinvest in your community rather than a corporate bottom line. 
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
